Must be
18 years or older as of the first day of the Art Show. All works must be original and must have been produced by living artist
within the past two years.

Deadlines

enter and in what division(s).

Artwork must be at Red Cloud Indian School by 5PM Mountain Time May 14, 2010.

NO works will be accepted after this time.
